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The interim report , which provides a general overview of the progress of the
project and the activities carried out to date, is about to be submitted. At the
moment, the  second  work package “State of the Art Analysis” has
successfully been completed.

With regard to WP2, the project has made significant progress: empirical
research was conducted through the analysis of various international
programs and policies addressing racism, as well as through the
implementation of a questionnaire designed to assess the knowledge levels
and specific needs of university students and teachers in tackling this issue

An important milestone was reached thanks to an in-depth analysis of the
questionnaire results. Based on this analysis, the consortium prepared the
final summary report , a key document summarising the main findings and
providing an analysis of the current state of racism in education in Europe. To
ensure wider dissemination and accessibility, this report has been translated
into three languages: Greek, Italian and Spanish.

The results of WP2 provide a solid foundation for the next stages of the
project. The consortium is now ready to use the valuable information
gathered to shape the teaching materials and training course, which will be
developed in WP3.
